Exploring Collaboration with Indonesian Churches: A
Shared Vision for Nurturing Next-Generation Ministry
Leaders

Evangelia University is actively expanding its collaboration
with Indonesian churches, pursuing a range of initiatives
aimed at establishing practical and sustainable ministry
partnerships. In response to the rapidly shifting cultural and
generational landscape, the university continues to develop
strategic approaches that address the pastoral and educational
needs of local congregations.

In March, the university launched a new Doctor of
Ministry(D.Min.) program conducted in the Indonesian
language. This initiative marks more than just the introduction
of a new academic program—it represents a deliberate effort
to strengthen partnerships with Indonesian churches and
contribute to leadership development through practical,
context-based theological education. The program also aligns
with Evangelia University’s ongoing preparation for its
application to the Pathways for Tomorrow grant, funded by the
Lilly Endowment, which involves the development of more
specific collaborative models and implementation plans.

As part of the groundwork for this initiative, Evangelia
University has conducted surveys, interviews, and group
discussions with Indonesian church pastors across the United
States. In early April, Vice President Soonhae Kang visited
Immanuel Community Church in Fresno to meet with Senior
Pastor Markus Tandadjaja, assess the local church context, and
carry out a survey specifically designed for Indonesian church
pastors as part of the larger planning effort.

On April 3, President Dr. Jong Kuk Kim and Vice President
Kang hosted a luncheon with Indonesian pastors from the
Southern California region. The meeting provided a
meaningful opportunity for in-depth conversations about

current ministry conditions, pastoral challenges, and
opportunities  for  collaboration.  Discussions  focused
particularly on  strengthening  intergenerational  and

intercultural communication and developing practical
strategies for passing on faith to the next generation.
Participants affirmed a shared conviction that theological
institutions and local churches must work together to equip
emerging ministry leaders who can serve effectively within
diverse linguistic and cultural contexts.

Looking ahead, Evangelia University plans to deepen its
organic  partnership with  Indonesian churches by
strengthening its educational support and leadership
development programs. The university remains committed to
building a robust theological and practical foundation for
nurturing the next generation of ministry leaders.

On April 17, Evangelia University President Dr. Jong Kuk Kim and
Vice President Dr. Soonhae Kang visited Logos Evangelical Seminary at
the invitation of President Dr. James Hwang. The visit included
participation in chapel service, a campus tour, and strategic discussions
aimed at strengthening collaboration in theological education.

During the meeting, Park Geum-seon was elected as the president, with
Park Min-su appointed as vice president.

The newly restructured Alumni Association is set to host the ‘30th
Anniversary Alumni Night' in October to celebrate the school’s milestone.
Additionally, the association aims to strengthen alumni engagement,
encourage participation, and actively support new student recruitment
efforts.

With the renewed leadership, the alumni association is expected to play a
more dynamic role in fostering strong connections between the university
and its graduates.
